GUEST SPEAKER

Frank Noji is a professor at Kapiolani Community College where he
teaches and coordinates the ESOL programs. He began his teaching
career as a Peace Corps volunteer in the Philippines. Since then, he
has taught at a company training center and at a college in Japan, at a
public middle school and high school in Hawaii and in a developmental
program at Gallaudet University. He has also conducted professional
development workshops for the Department of Education in Hawaii and
has done teacher training in China and in Vietnam.

Plenary: Developing a Content-Based Program Using Exploratory
Practice

In Exploratory Practice, a puzzle is identified and then investigated. The
KCC content-based program has evolved from a series of such puzzles
and a search for answers to those puzzles. The first puzzle was the
relationship between content and language development. In our search
for an answer to this puzzle, we found that frameworks in which to think
about puzzles were essential. Once a language development frame-
work was developed and implemented, puzzles of between teacher in-
put and student uptake of information arose. In the search for the solu-
tion to these puzzles, further puzzles developed involving comprehen-
sion, pedagogy, and other pieces of the lesson. In this presentation,
Professor Noji will explain how the present pedagogical framework
used in the KCC content-based program emerged to what it is today
and what puzzles are being worked on at the present.

Afternoon Workshop: Content-Based Instruction (CBI) in Begin-
ning Level Classes

In the classroom, CBI gives students opportunities to negotiate mean-
ing, which has been proven to be essential in the language acquisition
process (Lightbown & Spada, 1993). It has also been proven that well
presented and meaningful information enhances the processing of both
language and content, and results in more elaborated learning and bet-
ter recall (Anderson, 1990).

However, one of the challenges or issues with CBI is whether or not it
can be successfully implemented in the beginning levels. Professor Noji
will present how CBI was used in an ESL situation with basic level stu-
dents. He will also explain what was found to be effective ways to pre-
sent materials and pedagogical practices.
